
Warren County Special Services Social Studies Curriculum
This Social Studies curriculum is designed to be a resource in the development of team planning and implementation.  We encourage and recognize the need for colleague articulation.  It is proposed that quarterly meetings shall be planned and teamed to decide a more detailed application of units within the age and grade levels of elementary, intermediate and secondary.  The five broad content topics as outlined in the curriculum shall be taught on a rotating annual basis including implementation of curriculum driven through the standards.  The team will ultimately decide the scope and sequence of curriculum driven topics.

The following schedule is broken down into four broad topics corresponding for each year.  Within each year the broad topics are divided into four units/topics used as a guide to be covered one topic for each marking period.  At the high school level, individual student IEPs and graduation requirements will dictate the sequence.
