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As you know, Chapter 53, P.L. 1997 mandates that school districts participate with a local Coordinated Transportation Service Agency (CTSA) as identified by the Commissioner of Education in order to coordinate the transportation of special education, nonpublic, and vocational school students wherever possible.


In order to achieve the maximum cost effectiveness possible, we must have all student applications in our office by the following dates:



Nonpublic Transportation……………………………….April 17, 2010



Summer Transportation………………………………… .May 8, 2010



Special Education Transportation for 2010-11………  …June 5, 2010 


The early submission of applications is essential in order to coordinate routes, prepare bid specifications, award bids, renew routes, and be able to provide you with pertinent data (approximate cost, contractor, and route data) prior to the start of the route.


Because most students return to the same school they previously attended, this information should be readily available in accordance with the above dates. It is essential that the CHILD STUDY TEAM be made aware of this schedule and provides student data prior to leaving for their summer breaks. 

Enclosed you will find a copy of the Warren County Special Services Request Form to be used when requesting transportation or deleting a student. It is important that the request form be completed accurately, i.e. exact home location for pickup and drop off, school times, accurate phone numbers (home and emergency contact) and any special needs of the student during transportation. This is important information for the contractor to have in order to make the student’s school experience more successful.     

Warren County Special Services Transportation is working diligently to bring costs down in Warren County for all of our School Districts. Participation is the key to making this work in Warren County. In order for the cost to be driven down we have invited more contractors to participate in the bid process.  Our goal going forward is to put out to bid all routes that are not cost effective. 

The other key is to get all districts in Warren County on board in this process so the route rates are shared between all districts. I am  excited  for this challenge and anticipate  a savings for all who will  participate.

Please see attached Statistical Summary of Transported Students, Load Route Report (showing participating districts), Route Origination - PO Report (which shows total cost - without 4% admin fee).   I am confident you will see a significant cost Decrease for all routes going out to bid for the 2010-11 school year.  In addition, if more districts participate, your cost will be lower.
